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Summary Statement: Requested by the Mayor, action memorandum 14-036 appropriates
$2500 to Grow Palmer in support of the Grow Palmer Edible Park Project. Additionally, the City
of Palmer will work cooperatively with the volunteers of the Grow Palmer Edible Park Project.

Grow Palmer has identified the following cooperative work the City could provide for the
project: remove approximately 120 feet of chain link fence, level the lawn near the sidewalk to
match the sidewalk elevation and dig post holes. This work will take six hours or less at a cost
of less than $950. This estimate includes the cost to rent a skid-steer machine with a power
auger to dig the post holes.
